illustrator, Theodor Geisel {pen name — Dr. Seuss). His books have entertained
and inspired children, and adults alike, for decades beginning with his first
publication in 1937. The books capture the imagination of young readers with
their rhythm and rhyme as well as with their nonsensical words, whimsical tales
and colorful characters. The show is a floral tribute to the magic of Seuss!
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General Rules

“Dr. Seuss in Bloom” is a National Garden Clubs (NGC) Standard Flower Show conforming to the standards and
requirements established by NGC and set forth in The Handbook for Flower Shows, 2017 Edition (HB). The
Flower Show Schedule is the Law of the Show; however, should issues arise not covered by the Schedule, the
HB is the final authority. Unless otherwise noted, all page numbers referenced in the Schedule correspond to
pages located in this HB. A copy of the HB is located in the Library of the SAGC.

Who May Enfer: Any member of the San Antonio Garden Center (SAGC) or its affiliate organizations as well as
any amateur grower, designer or photographer may enter.

How %o Enter an Exhibit:

Procedures for making an entry in each Division are located on the Division Rules page for Design,
Horticulture, Education and Botanical Arts — Photography Divisions.

Entries:

Entries will be received in all divisions on Thursday, May 17, 2018 from 12-5:00PM at the SAGC.

In addition, horticulture entries will be accepted in the Horticulture Division ONLY on Friday, May 18,
2018 from 8:00-9:00AM. For detailed information please refer to each specific Division.

Entry cards are available at the SAGC or from any member of the Flower Show Committee.

Each entry card should be completed in advance, if possible, and must include the exhibitor’s name,
club/organization (if applicable) with correct division, section and class for the exhibit. An entry
number will be assigned at the Show.

Both top and bottom of the entry card must be filled out legibly and left with the exhibit.

If handwritten, entry cards should be in pencil or water-proof pen to avoid water damage. See sample
entry cards, HB p.57.

There must be an emphasis on FRESH plant material. No artificial plant material is permitted in any
exhibit in any division.

Each exhibitor is limited to one entry per class, except in the Horticulture Division (see Horticulture Rules p. 10).
The SAGC and Flower Show Committee will strive to protect the safety of the exhibits, but it is not
responsible for the loss or damage to exhibits. Exhibitors should label items (such as dishes, plant
containers, etc. on the under-side) with name and contact information.

The use of any plant or parts of plants on the District VIl Conservation List is allowed only if the plant is
grown by the exhibitor or acquired in a legal manner. This must be stated on a 3”"x5" card to
accompany the exhibit. See the Policy on p. 5 of this Schedule.

All entries must be removed between 4-5PM on Saturday, May 19, 2018.

Judging:

Judging in all Divisions begins at 10:00AM on Friday, May 18, 2018.

Exhibits will be judged by a panel of NGC approved judges.

The General Chairmen and the Classification Chairmen for each division are available during judging for
possible consultations. They, along, with the judges and clerks, are the only personnel aliowed on the
floor during judging.

The Classification Chairmen for each division check exhibits for conformity to the Schedule prior to
judging. Final determination for conformance is the judges’ responsibility.

Decisions of judges are final.

Judges will use the NGC Standard System of Awarding in all Divisions. See p. 6 of this Schedule for
details.



DISTRICT VII PROTECTED WILDFLOWERS

The official policy of Texas Garden Clubs, Inc. regarding of protected varieties of native plants and wildflowers,
as adopted on April 29, 1970 at the San Antonio Texas Spring Convention is as follows: In order to acquaint
the public with their beauty and to encourage their preservations, those native plants on the WILDFLOWER
PROTECTIVE LIST for the various districts of Texas Garden Clubs, Inc. may be exhibited in the Design,
Horticulture, or Education Division of any Standard Flower Show held within our state under specific
conditions only.

Any exhibit containing a protective variety must be accompanied by a card listing both botanical and an
accepted common name of the plant and certification that it was grown by the exhibitor from seed or other
method, or that it was established as a native wilding on the exhibitor’s property.

Any violation, however minor, of this policy shall be penalized by disqualification of the exhibit. The required
card shall be attached to the entry of any exhibit containing even one stem of a protected variety. The policy
applies to those varieties listed below, and to no other, although they may also be native.

AWARDS - GENERAL

Judges use the NGC Standard System of Awarding in all divisions:

Only one (1) first-place (blue) ribbon per class or subclass; must score 90 points or more.

Only one (1) second-place (red) ribbon per class or subclass; must score 85 points or more.
Only one (1) third-place (yellow) ribbon per class or subclass; must score 80 points or more.
One (1) or more Honorable Mention (white) ribbons as merited; must score 75 points or more.

Additional NGC Top Exhibitor Awards as well as Local Top Exhibitor Awards may be offered in each Division
as listed below.

A description of all NGC Exhibitor Award requirements is located in the HB pp. 39-48.

The winning exhibit in a Designated Design Section:
e Must be a blue-ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above;
e Must be entered by a single exhibitor in designated sections containing at least three (3) Classes in
each Section with a minimum of four (4) Exhibits in each Class (EXCEPTION to this requirement - Club

Competition Award); and
e Must be determined by all judges who have judged any part of the Section.

Club Competition Award (HB p.43) Rosette of Light Blue Ribbons - One is offered and may be awarded to the
winning exhibit by a Club in Section A, Class 1.

Table Artistry Award (HB p.43) Rosette of Burgundy Ribbons - One is offered and may be awarded to a
functional or exhibition table in Section B including Classes 2, 3, & 4.

Designer’s Choice Award (HB p.42) Rosette of Purple Ribbons - One is offered and may be awarded to a design
in Section C including Classes 5, 6 & 7. Designer has choice of plant material (fresh and/or dried) and other
components within NGC guidelines.

Petite Award (HB p.43) Small Rosette of Blue and White Ribbons - One is offered and may be awarded in a
section of Petite Designs. Section D is eligible including Classes 8, 9 & 10.

SAGC Local Desigh Awards

HENRIETTA L. KILPATRICK AWARD A Certificate is offered and may be awarded to the Best Exhibit in the Design Division.
A Silver Trophy* will be placed with the winning Exhibit.

MARCELLA KUSH TABLE AWARD A Certificate is offered and may be awarded to the Best Table Exhibit in the Design
Division. A Cut-Glass Trophy* is placed with the winning exhibit.

SUE SMITH ABSTRACT CREATIVE AWARD A Certificate is offered and may be awarded to the best Abstract Creative
Design Exhibit in the Design Division. A Silver Trophy* will be placed with the winning Exhibit.

Arboreal Award (HB p.40) Rosette of Green Ribbons — One is offered and may be awarded to a cut arboreal
exhibit in Section K.
Award of Merit (HB p.41) Rosette of Orange Ribbons — Four (4) are offered and may be awarded to a cut non-
woody specimen in Sections A, B, C & D.
Grower’s Choice Award (HB p.41) Rosette of Dark Green Ribbons — Six (6) are offered and may be awarded to
a container-grown plant or combination-planting in SectionsE, G, H, I, & L.

SAGC Local Horticulture Awards
COL. C.M. BARTLETT - POLLACK MEMORIAL TROPHY A Certificate is offered and may be awarded to the outstanding
Cut Specimen in the entire Horticulture Division. A Silver Bow!* will be placed with the winning Exhibit.

Horticulture Division. A Silver Trophy* will be placed with the winning Exhibit.

HORTICULTURE SWEEPSTAKES AWARD A Rosette of Green and White Ribbons is offered to be awarded to the Exhibitor
with the most blue-ribbons in the Horticulture Division. Placed by the Committee.

JOYCE ROGERS HANGING PLANT AWARD - A Certificate is offered and may be awarded to the Outstanding Hanging
Plant in Section F. A Cut-Glass Trophy* will be placed with the winning Exhibit.
*All trophies are the property of the SAGC and are returned to the SAGC’s trophy case at the close of the Show.

DIVISION III - NGC EDUCATION RECOGNITION AWARD

Award of Appreciation (HB p.45) Rosette of Orchid Ribbons - One is offered and is awarded to an Educational

e Must be determined by all judges who have judged any part of the Section.
Botanical Arts Photography Award (HB p.45) Rosette of Black and White Ribbons - One is offered and may be
awarded to a photograph in Section A including Classes 1, 2 & 3.
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DIVISION I - DESIGN RULES

All Exhibitors in the Design Division should refer to the HB, Chapter 7, for descriptions of all Design Types as
well as for the NGC Policies and Guidelines for exhibiting in this Division. A copy of the HB is located in the
Library of the SAGC or specific questions can be directed to the appropriate Consultant.

How to Enter an Exhibit: Advance registration is required in all Design Classes by contacting the Class

Consultant. See the specific Section/Class for the Consultant’s contact information. Registrations will be
accepted until all Classes are filled but should be made no later than Friday, April 6.
Entries:

e Adesign entered in competition must be the current work of only one Exhibitor and that Exhibitor’s
name must appear on the entry card. (EXCEPTION: Section A, Class 1 - Club Competition - The Club
President’s name should appear on the entry card.)

¢ Exhibitors may enter as many Classes as desired but only one (1) Exhibit per Class.

Exhibitors accepting assignments in the Design Division, if unable to exhibit MUST provide a substitute
and MUST notify the Consultant of the change.

e If an Exhibitor is unavailable to transport and/or place the completed exhibit, a substitute person may
enter the Exhibit for the Designer.

e Designs MUST be placed on Thursday, May 17, 2018 from 12-5:00PM at the SAGC. In addition

Exhibitors may opt to check plant material for freshness prior to judging between 8:00-9:00AM on

Friday, May 18, 2018.

Exhibitors must keep their exhibits in good condition for the duration of the show.

All designs MUST include some plant material, including fresh and/or dried.

Plant material used in designs need not be grown by the exhibitor.

All plant material used in a design must be listed on the entry card. Botanical and/or common names

are acceptable for design exhibits.

e Exhibitors may prepare a 3”"x5” card including the designer’s inspiration for or description of the
design.(Optional)

Dried plant material may be treated. Treatment of fresh plant material is prohibited.

Landscapes or scenes are not permitted.

Please refer to the HB, pp. 80-81 for a listing of the plant material as well as non plant material items
that is permitted and not permitted in the Division.

e All special staging will be furnished by the Flower Show Committee unless otherwise stated in the

schedule.

All Exhibitors in the Horticulture Division should refer to the HB, Chapter 6, pp. 55-61, for descriptions of
Horticulture Types as well as for the NGC Policies and Guidelines for exhibiting in this Division. A copy of the
HB is located in the Library of the SAGC or specific questions can be directed to the Horticulture Chairman.

How to Enter an Exhibit: Advance Registration is not required in this Division EXCEPT for Hanging Baskets. All

Horticulture entries will be received on Thursday, May 17, 2018 from 12-5:00PM and Friday, May 18, 2018
from 8:00-9:00AM at the SAGC. To register hanging baskets please contact the Horticulture Chairman,
Ginger Hodges (210-334-1760) or justgingerl@sbcglobal.net

Entries:

All plant material must be FRESH and grown by the Exhibitor.

Exhibits must have been in the possession of the Exhibitor for at least ninety (90) days (02-18-18)
Exceptions include: Combination Plantings in Section L which must have been in the Exhibitor’s
possession and grown together for at least six (6) weeks (04-06-2018); as well as, Arboreal Specimens
in Section K including trees and shrubs and must have been in the Exhibitor’s possession for at least six
(6) months (11-18-17).

All specimens should be correctly labeled with the Botanical Binomial name or the currently accepted
scientific designation. Common name may be added in parentheses. To receive an NGC Top Exhibitor
Award, the exhibitor must identify the entry by its binomial name or currently accepted scientific
designation.

An exhibitor may enter more than one entry per class if each entry is a different species, variety,
cultivar, type or color.

Cut specimens must be displayed in clear transparent bottles provided by the Flower Show Committee
unless the Exhibitor has an appropriate clear transparent bottle. Cut specimens should not have foliage
below the water line (exception, Gladiolus). Plastic wedging material, used to improve the pose of the
specimen, will also be provided by the Committee.

Specimens are to be properly groomed and in their natural state, not altered by a treatment (such as
oil or commercial “shine” products). All specimens should be clean and free of insects or insect
damage. Diseased or infected plant material will not be accepted.

If a plant is considered a flowering plant, it should be exhibited as a flowering specimen. Foliage plants
may flower but should be exhibited as foliage plants if grown for their leaves.

Container plants may be exhibited in either clean clay, glazed or plastic pots. Decorative pots may be used if
they do not distract from the specimen. Double potting is permitted but the inner pot must not be visible.
Container may not exceed 15” in diameter.

Specimens with a class designation in the Schedule, may not be entered in the “Any Other Worthy”
Class.

Prior to judging, the Horticulture Chairman reserves the right to sub-divide classes as needed to
improve the educational quality of the show.
